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Record retention

How long should | store records/data is a question often asked.

There is not a definitive answer to this question as there are many different types of data that early
year’s settings hold, such as; staff details, children’s development and health records,
safeguarding documents, incidents/accidents records and financial information etc, all of which
have different retention periods to consider.

However, as a general rule, the ICO (Information Commissioner’s Office) recommends that you
keep children’s records until the child reaches 25 years of age.
